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Safety Rules

No one except reenactors will be allowed on the battlefield.

RAMRODS SHALL NOT be pulled.

BAYONETS SHALL NOT BE FIXED during the battle.

NO HAND-TO-HAND COMBAT will be permitted.

NO EDGED WEAPONS except officers' swords, will be permitted.

All weapons shall pass a safety inspection DAILY prior to taking the field.

Elevate the muzzles of your weapons.

No person under the age of 16 shall carry a weapon.

Cartridge paper will not be allowed down the barrel of any weapon.

NO TAMPIONS will be permitted on the battlefield.

NO PROJECTILES, BULLETS, MUSKET BALLS will be allowed.  No live ammunition is 

allowed on the reenactment sight.  

All muskets, rifles and/or pistols shall be period replicas.  

NO TWO BAND RIFLES will be allowed.

Non-period weapons will not be permitted.

No one under the age of 12 will be allowed on the battlefield.  Children between the ages of 12 

and 16 are permitted IF they are functioning musicians.
